The Shoot-Out is a combination of two events: a random partner tag matchup followed by an “over the

top rope” rumble (the shoot-out) which immediately follows the tag team event. Tag team winners draw
in the high numbers for the shoot-out while the tag team losers draw in the low numbers. In the shoot-out
“top rope” rumble, contestants come in by number— one every minute. Contestants are eliminated on
submission, pinfall, disqualification or being thrown over the top-rope and then must leave the auditorium.
First place finisher receives two title shots. Third place finisher receives one title shot. Second place finisher
gets nothing! As a special bonus, the Tag Team Champions Chop & Chop have decided to put the Tag
Team title “on the line” against any opponent team that they might draw in the shoot-out!

After the event, Thor gave the Intercontinental bullet to
L.G.M. for doing so well and then was attacked from behind with a 2x4 by the cloaked figure of the Desert
Karate Demon who had hidden himself in the crowd. Loki, Techno, Student Prince and L.G.M. ran in but
were pounded out by the 2x4 before Turbo came in for the save (possibly preventing further permanent
damage to the unconscious body of Thor). Possible fines to Thor for his savage attack on the unconscious
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body of Ali in the ring. Special recognition to L.G.M. (second place), Surfer Dude (four men out) and Billy
Banzai (took on both Chop I & Chop II).

• Turbo Thompson or Billy Banzai — Fool Chucker (Billy Banzai lost to Chucker on a C.O. and
was thrown out of Vegas Shoot-out by Chucker. Turbo Thompson lost to Chucker on a D.Q. when
his brother Techno interfered. Turbo also still angry at Banzai for losing Shoot-out tag match while
Banzai still mad at Turbo for not making a save at Shoot-out tag match.) May have Banzai and Turbo
wrestle to see who wrestles Chucker immediately thereafter. Possible addition of Chop and Chop to
this item on off nights.

• L.G.M. assisted by Pipefitter — Techno Thompson (L.G.M. wants to prove that L.G.M. is a
heavy weight contender so L.G.M. can trade bullets with Thor. Pipefitter there to make sure his tag
partner doesn’t get squashed.)

• Intermission (Push L.G.M. stuff and general t-shirts.)

• Surfer Dude — Lenny, the Pipefitter (Dude after intermission grabs mike and boasts about
taking four wrestlers out of the Vegas shoot-out while some lazy wrestlers like the Pipefitter didn’t put
anybody out. Lenny enraged charges ring and challenges Dude to a match.)

• Chop & Chop — Pirate Pete and Turbo Thompson (Off night matchup. Pirate Pete is there
to get a win so he can challenge Surfer Dude for the title while Turbo is there to prove himself as a
wrestler to his brother Techno after doing so poorly in the Vegas Shoot-out.) Possible title shot here
or possible main event tie-in.

• The Spoiler — Student Prince (Spoiler says that Thor did everything for the Prince at their Vegas
shoot-out tag match and that the Prince isn’t man enough to take him on his own.) Possible tie-in
with main event.

• Main Event: Caliph Ali — Thor (Thor squashed Ali at the Vegas shoot-out rumble and Ali is
looking for some heavy revenge. On the other hand, Thor is looking for a title shot.) Possible title
shot here.

Reno Rattler Roundup Results

1. Student Prince vs. L.G.M. for the Title of Prince (Guest Ring Announcer: Johnny Vogue.
Thor in the corner of the Student Prince. Crown & Title of Prince not sanctioned by the WWF.)
•Result: L.G.M. by Disqualification! Little Green Man is crowned Little Green Prince!
— Student Prince after being tossed in from the outside over the top rope by Thor was disqualified
for using his crown as an illegal object in the ring. Vogue viciously attacked L.G.P. after the match.

2. Lenny, the Pipefitter(& partner) vs. Billy Banzai(& partner) (Partners are optional in this: “You
hurt my little buddy!” matchup.) Ended up being: Lenny, the Pipefitter & The Bomber vs. Billy
Banzai & Mr. Self-Destruct. Also known as: Men at Work vs. Search & Destroy
•Result: Search & Destroy by pinfall — Mr. Self-Destruct pinned The Bomber. Lenny and Billy
were never even tagged-in during the match.

3. *The Main Event*: Thor & Peace vs. Caliph Ali & The Rustler
(An old-fashioned grudge match. Guest Referee: The Man formerly known as the Student Prince.)
•Result: Thor & Peace (Bob Freeland) by count out — Thor tried to get Caliph Ali into his
“torture rack” but couldn’t finish the maneuver. Caliph Ali then left the ring complaining that his
partner was a thief and that he did not wrestle with thieves.

4. The Mutant Desert Karate Demon vs. The Spoiler in a 2X4, Crazed Dog Collar, Four
Corners Match (Dark Match: Televised live from parts unknown.)
•Result: Four Corner Winner was the Mutant Desert Karate Demon — Mutant won match
by slamming Spoiler’s bloodied head into the fourth ring corner after hanging the Spoiler out to dry
over the ring cornerpost. Spoiler carried out on a stretcher to the hospital after the match.

5. *Tag Team Title Match*: *Thompson Twins vs. The Annihilators
•Initial Result: Thompson Twins by pinfall — Final Result: Double Disqualification —
L.G.P. came down to ringside to view the match. Turbo double-splashed Fool Chucker from the top
rope for the pinfall victory. After the match, Vogue again attacked L.G.P. and Techno Thompson
dived in for the save. A melee erupted with Bomber and Mr. Self-Destruct coming from the locker
room to join the fray. Mr. Self-Destruct knocked out L.G.P. from behind and continued to pummel
him until stopped by the Bomber. Referee Hebner rang the bell six times to clear the ring area and
then declared the match a double disqualification after which Thompson Twins went back into the ring
and triple-splashed referee who was taken to the hospital. After the PPV, Commissioner Joe Tunney
fined this tag-team event $20,000 and levied an additional $10,000 fine against the Thompson Twins.

6. *Intercontinental Title Match*: Pirate Pete vs. L.G.P. (Must win by pinfall or submission.
Pete’s treasure with Rustler but it’s L.G.P.’s second match! Banzai filled in for an injured L.G.P.)
•Result: Pirate Pete by pinfall! Pirate Pete becomes New Intercontinental Champion!
— Billy Banzai got an early three count from the substitute referee The Man Formerly Known as the
Student Prince but the ref ruled that Pirate Pete just got his shoulder up as the third count was made.
After the match Billy Banzai handed the title belt to Pete and then was attacked at ringside by his
former instructor the Master Ninja. Pirate Pete in for the save as he flattened the Master Ninja with
a sucker punch and then quickly left with a stunned Billy Banzai.

7. *Heavyweight Title Match*: *Surfer Dude vs. Jumpin’ Jack Flash (with Manager Glitter)
(Jumpin’ Jack Flash gets only one shot at the Heavyweight Title. No Rematch.)
•Result: Surfer Dude by pinfall — Dude won the match by pinfall when Glitter accidentally threw
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glitter into the face of Jumpin’ Jack Flash. After the match, Jumpin’ Jack Flash and Glitter attacked
Surfer Dude. Dude escaped with the Title Belt but Flash and Glitter destroyed Dude’s surfboard.

L.G.P.’s title shot.) Possible substitution of Mr. Self-Destruct for Vogue on off-nights.

• Intermission (Push and sell old L.G.M. merchandise at a discount.)

• Thor — Honors Student (Honors Student looking to teach Thor a lesson in wrestling since he
showed no ‘intelligence’ in throwing him over the top rope and back into the ring against the L.G.P.
causing him to lose his royalty/trust fund and thus further causing him to have to get a ‘job’ to pay
for his education.) Sub. Caliph Ali for Thor or Techno/Turbo for the Honors Student on off-nights.

• The Annihilators — The Wyld Stallyons or Lenny, the Pipefitter & Billy Banzai
(Title shot contention here. Alternate new tag teams against the established Annihilators.)

• Mutant Desert Karate Demon — Techno Thompson (The Mutant looking for a title shot must
get by the very tricky Techno Thompson who is out to get revenge for his brother who was humiliated
by the Mutant in a previous tour match.)

• Alt. Main Event: Pirate Pete — The Rustler in a Treasure Chest Match (Pirate Pete
looking to get back his treasure chest from the thieving Rustler while the Rustler tries to steal himself
a title shot.) Possible alternate night substitution of Caliph Ali for Pirate Pete as Rustler tries to get
back at Caliph Ali for walking out on him at the Rattler PPV.

• Main Event: Surfer Dude (& bodyguard) — Jumpin’ Jack Flash with Manager Glitter
(Surfer Dude and his new bodyguard (Max Speeder) looking to get back at Flash and Glitter for
breaking his surfboard at the Rattler PPV while Flash is looking for another title shot.)

The WrestleWAR consists of three rounds:

1. The Skirmish: Singles match. Group leaders pick a singles contestant and a ring plus an alternate
ring. Tie rings decided by high card. Losers die and go to the Graveyard (one-way locker room).

2. The Battle: Tag match. Group leaders pick a tag team and a ring plus an alternate ring. Tie rings
decided by high card. Losing wrestler (not whole tag team) goes to the Graveyard.

3. The WrestleWAR: Three Ring Boot Camp Match. Group leaders write orders and secretly assign
their men to War rings for a two minute round of combat. May bring one item with you to ring but if
you lose— the item stays. Group leaders write new orders every two minutes. Once leader goes in—
group can no longer move from ring to ring between rounds unless unchallenged. Men can go “rebel”
anytime during a War round by rolling into the center ring triangle named the DMZ. War continues
until one team controls all the rings or until one team controls two rings and another team controls
the third ring and peace is declared and accepted. Wrestlers also receive $2,500 for each elimination
they make as a bounty.

Winning team leader receives $50,000 for a two team victory and $75,000 for a one team victory. A
winning Ally team leader receives $30,000 for controlling one ring.
