The Shoot-Out is a combination of two events: a random partner tag matchup followed by an “over the
top rope” rumble (the shoot-out) which immediately follows the tag team event. Each person gets dealt
exactly one card to determine the order in which they will appear in the shoot-out based upon the tag
team results. Tag team winners draw red cards (with one joker) for the shoot-out while the tag team losers
draw black cards (with one joker). Tag teams which draw and a 21st mystery wrestler(?) draw from the
remaining combined red and black cards. In the shoot-out “top rope” rumble, contestants come in by card
drawn (low to high by suit: Spades, Clubs, Hearts, Diamonds)— one every 45 seconds. Jokers take the place
of any face card and displaces the face card contestant until the next interval. Contestants are eliminated on
submission, pinfall, disqualification or being thrown over the top-rope and then must leave the auditorium.
First place finisher receives one title shot (first choice). Person who eliminates most wrestlers from the
shoot-out receives one title shot (second choice). Third place finisher receives one title shot (third choice).
Second place finisher gets nothing!

If anyone throws
out, pins or submits Prince Honors Student or King Jerry Lawlyer then they get that person’s crown. Also
remember that the Prince’s title is unsanctioned and can be lost by count-out or disqualification while the
King retains his title under those two conditions.

Jumpin’ Jack Flash has also decided to put up the HeavyWeight Title against the Mutant in the Shoot-
Out. If the Mutant agrees, whomever goes in first between Flash and the Mutant- the other will ignore the
card he’s been dealt and immediately follow 45 seconds later. After that- if anyone throws Flash over the
top rope, pins him or makes him submit, then they will be the new Heavyweight Champion!

Result: Techno
by pinfall on a fast count.

e *Tumbleweeds vs. Pulp Fiction — Gold Bullet Challenge!
**For the WWF Tag Team Championship!**
Tumbleweeds get $10,000 for showing up to match and if they win they additionally get the Regency’s
Gold bullet. Tumbleweeds allow King to substitute for the injured Prince after receiving $10,000 fee
from King for showing up. Jnewline A long match ensued that could have gone either way. In the end,
either King pins Rustler or Rustler pins King. Ref. Joey Morella accidentally crowned by Surfer Dude
during Regency/Tumbleweeds melee on way to give announcement concerning his match decision. Ref.
and Ox taken out on a stretcher during post-match and intially “no result” is given for the match.
In the back, Regency parties about the Pulp Fiction victory.

e *Pirate Pete vs. Lone Star Kid was Pete vs. Billy Banzai
**For the WWF Intercontinental Title.**
In a long endurance match in which the Lone Star Kid showed a surprising amount of durability, Pete
eventually tires the LSK out and pins him in the center of the ring.

The WrestleWAR consists of three rounds:

1. The Skirmish: Singles match. Group leaders pick a singles contestant and a ring plus an alternate
ring. Tie rings decided by high card. Losers die and go to the Graveyard (one-way locker room).

2. The Battle: Tag match. Group leaders pick a tag team and a ring plus an alternate ring. Tie rings
decided by high card. Losing wrestler (not whole tag team) goes to the Graveyard.

3. The WrestleWAR: Three Ring Boot Camp Match. Group leaders write orders and secretly assign
their men to War rings for a two minute round of combat. May bring one item with you to ring but if
you lose— the item stays. Group leaders write new orders every two minutes. Once leader goes in—
group can no longer move from ring to ring between rounds unless unchallenged. Men can go “rebel”
anytime during a War round by rolling into the center ring triangle named the DMZ. War continues
until one team controls all the rings or until one team controls two rings and another team controls
the third ring and peace is declared and accepted. Wrestlers also receive $2,500 for each elimination
they make as a bounty.

Winning team leader receives $50,000 for a two team victory and $75,000 for a one team victory. A
winning Ally team leader receives $30,000 for controlling one ring.

Corporal Punishment $10,000 Challenge: Drill Sgt. vs. Harlequin vs. Student Patriot
with Comrade Lenny. e Match Stipulations: If Drill Sgt. pins or makes Student Patriot submit then
he gets a separate Corporal Punishment match immedately after this match with the Student which if
the Student loses he gets paddled in the ring by the Sgt. The money goes to the Sgt. if he paddles the
Student or to Harlequin if he initially wins the three way dance.
