Bullying is a specific type of aggression in which (1) the
behavior is intended to harm or disturb, (2) the behavior
occurs repeatedly over time, and (3) there is an
Imbalance of power, with a more powerful person or
group attacking a less powerful one. This asymmetry of
power may be physical or psychological, and the
aggressive behavior may be verbal (e.g. name calling,
threats, taunting, malicious teasing), physical (e.g.
hitting, kicking, spitting, pushing, taking personal
belongings), or psychological (e.g. spreading rumors,

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Social Learning Theory

& Participants:

36 boys, 36 girls
& Control Group: 24 children
& Average Age: 4 years

& Children taken individually
Il n roomagfhr es ¢
toys: crayons, tinker toys,
and aggressi\
wooden mallet, Bobo doll.
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Social Learning Theory

& Children told, only adult
could play with the toys,
and participants must
watch the adult.

& Control group: no adult,
participants could play
with any toys they
wanted.
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Social Learning Theory

& Half of participants, adult
played with the tinker
toys for one minute,

% For nine minutes,
attacked the Bobo doll
with verbal insults &
physical violence:

kicking, punching, hitting
the head with the wooden
mallet.
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Social Learning Theory

& Other half of participants,
the adult model played
with tinker toys and
ignored the Bobo doll for
entire 10-minutes of
experiment.
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Social Learning Theory

& Each child then taken individually into another
playroom with toys including airplane, fire
engine, doll set with clothes and carriage, and
others.

& To instill degree of anger and frustration,
experimenter told each child they could play
with toys Iin room for a very short time, &
these toys were reserved for other children.
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Social Learning Theory

& Children then taken individually to third
playroom, left alone 20 minutes to play with
aggressive & non-aggressive toys.

& Aggressive toys:

Bobo doll, wooden mallet, dart guns, tetherball
with a face painted on it, and others.

& Non-aggressive toys:

paper and crayons, tea set, dolls, a ball, cars,
trucks, plastic farm animals.
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Social Learning Theory

nerimenters observed each child
nind one-way mirror & evaluated

naviors on a series of specific

measures of aggressive behavior.
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FIndings

& Children who observed
aggressive adult model,
much more likely to exhibit
both imitatively physical
and verbal aggressive
behaviors when left alone
In the third playroom.

As opposed to children
who were exposed to the
non-aggressive model or
no model.
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Research Conclusions

& Children can learn specific behaviors, such as
forms of verbal and physical aggression, by
observing and imitating others.

& Even in the absence of behavioral
reinforcements.

& Children highly influenced by observing adult
behavior, and believe that such behavior is
acceptable, and, freeing their own aggressive
Inhibitions.

& They are then more likely to behave aggressively
In future situations.
