
Evaluation of the Effectiveness of Student Teachers 
 

• Question:  Can standardized tests predict teacher effectiveness in the classroom? 
 
• Data Collection: Twenty-three student teachers took part in an evaluation program 

designed to measure teacher effectiveness in the classroom and determine if standardized 
tests could be used to predict that measure.  Each student teacher took a battery of four 
standardized tests the semester before going out and student teaching.  Each student teacher 
was then evaluated by experienced teachers during the student teaching experience and an 
effectiveness score was assigned. 

 
o Response variable: Effectiveness score (EVAL) 
o Explanatory variables: Test1, Test2, Test3, and Test4
